2. For any questions or complaints, the interested party may contact the Head of
Personal Data Protection (DPO) of MAECI (postal address: Ministero degli Affari Esteri e
della Cooperazione internazionale, Piazzale della Farnesina 1, 00135 ROME, telephone:

3. The personal data collected will be included in a database used for the
following purposes: invitations to the cultural events organized by the IIC, circulation of
our newsletter, promotion of Italian language and culture courses, use of the library,
etc.).

4. The treatment of data entered into the database is based on consent. Any
refusal to provide one’s personal data will prevent the person from accessing the
service.
